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LOCAL INCIDENTS

Parents will no doubt be aware of the two incidents which took place late on Monday evening in Ropery Lane and Ellison Road. The police are treating the incidents as attempted abductions. I have met with P.C. Hay, the Community Police Officer, in school to discuss the incidents. With regard to the incidents themselves, all the information available to the police was included in the article printed in the Evening Chronicle on Wednesday 18th January. The advice of the police is for parents to ensure that no child is allowed out on their own. You should also know exactly where your child is, who they are with and what they are doing.

Phones can be handed in to the school office at the beginning of the day and collected at the end of the afternoon.

The school governors will be reviewing current security arrangements for each of the school entrances.

Half term holiday begins on Friday 17th February and school re-opens on Monday 27th  February. Note that for most Gateshead schools the Easter holiday begins on Friday 7th April however St. Philip’s will remain open until Thursday 13th April. This is Maundy Thursday in Holy Week.
