NOTICE FROM MR. P. HUTCHINS, CHAIR OF SCHOOL GOVERNORS :

I must inform you that the employees at St. Philip’s who are members of Unison have indicated that they intend to support industrial action next week. In the light of this information and having considered advice and guidance from the L.E.A. Mr. Leckenby has informed me that it may be necessary to close the school to pupils on Tuesday 28th March.

 I support this decision which is based on the fact that throughout the day the school will have no non-teaching support, no administrative staff and no fully qualified First-Aid at Work staff. There would also be reduced supervisory staff at lunch time. In addition to this, it is expected that across the borough there will be only minimal cover in social care services, some health services, some transport, and the civilian support groups for the police, ambulance and fire services may all be affected by the strike.  It is a serious concern therefore that there will be limited council support services in the case of a major problem.

Parents are therefore asked not to bring their children to school on that day. They should return as normal on Wednesday 29th  March. This will be confirmed by a further written note which will be issued by the school at the end of the day on Monday 27th.

Should there be a change in these arrangements and the school can open as usual you will be informed as soon as possible
